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Invitation to the 2007-2008 Overtime Edmonton Superleague Season

Hello Curlers:
It is that time of year again where we can start looking forward to a new season of competitive curling in the Superleague.  The Edmonton Superleague is once again proud to have the Overtime Group as our title sponsor.  The Board would like to take this opportunity to congratulate last year’s league champions, the Jamie King rink, as well as all other division and playoff winners.  The entry fee for this season will remain at $2,000.00 per team and the deadline for entries is 4:00 p.m. Friday, August 24, 2007.
The Board of Directors would like to thank you for your support over the last few years as the format of the league has been evolving.  The Board has been working hard this off-season to further evolve the league to enhance prize money and the level of play.  The most notable changes for this upcoming season are listed below:
· Three more games will be added to the Superleague season bringing the total number of regular season games to 21.  In addition, there will be three potential playoff games in a single elimination format.  Payouts will be $100 per win, including payouts for the extra games.  Note, there will be no preseason games and no skins games this season. 

· Raffle tickets allotted for each team will increase from $300 (150 tickets) to $400 (200 tickets) to help offset team costs.

· A major fundraiser for the Superleague is the weekly 50/50 sales.  Each team will be required to sell 50/50 tickets once during the season on their designated nights.  

· The Superleague will be reduced to a maximum of 24 teams with the 24th spot reserved for the winner of last year’s Competitive League (formerly Challenger League). Should more than 23 entries be received, specific criteria will be applied to the selection of teams that will be guaranteed automatic entry into the Superleague.  The remaining teams will be required to compete in a qualifying bonspiel for the final positions in the Superleague.  
· The qualifying bonspiel will run during “weeknights” of the first week in September for those teams who may need to qualify.
· A $600.00 deposit is required with your application form.  The deposit is only refundable if you choose not to enter the qualifying bonspiel.  Unsuccessful teams in the qualifying bonspiel will have their deposit applied to the $1,200.00 Competitive League entry fee (Tuesday night play).  The highest ranking men’s and ladies teams in the Competitive League will gain automatic entry into next year’s respective Superleagues.   

· Depending on the number of teams, the Superleague will run 3 equally-seeded divisions of 8 teams.  After the first 7 games, teams will be re-seeded once again into 3 divisions and play another 7 games.  After those 7 games we will be re-seeding a last time for a third round of 7 games.  Following this round will be the playoffs.  Each division is sponsored by one of Alexander Keith’s, Coca-Cola Limited and Sportscan Summit.

· The Men’s and Women’s Superleagues will both be curling on Wednesday nights at 6:15 p.m. and 8:45 p.m. The first league game will commence on Wednesday, September 26, 2007
· A sponsor’s appreciation night will be held at the Saville Sports Centre on a Wednesday in December before the Christmas break.  A well received silent auction and an early bird raffle draw will be held on this night as well.  Any donations to the silent auction are greatly appreciated. 
· A mandatory skips meeting will be held at 7 p.m. on Monday, September 17, 2007 (to avoid scheduling issues with the Summer leagues) at the Overtime Downtown location (10304 - 111 Street).  All teams “must” send at least one representative to this meeting, or their team raffle tickets will be forfeited to the league. 

· The Superleague will once again have an Ice Committee that will communicate with the Head Ice Technician, Bruce Bourgionion, and the Curling Operations Manager, Rob Krepps, regarding ice conditions.  This committee has been composed of respected members of both the Overtime Edmonton Superleague and the Women’s Superleague, with the specific goal of improving ice conditions. 

· The SSC is offering a High Performance Curling Clinic, administered by Rob Krepps, on Tuesday nights, for which the SSC has obtained some leading edge training equipment and expertise.
